3. Install Radiator

Place the radiator in the desired final position, and mark
through the bracket hole positions on the wall and floor.
To accurately mark the positions ensure the radiator is not
moved between marking brackets.

Using a suitable drill bit, screws and plugs, fix the brackets
and level with a spirit level. Please see diagrams overleaf.

PLEASE NOTE:

It is essential that all brackets are level and square prior
to hanging the radiator to ensure a vertical alignment for
connecting the pipework.

4. Commission Radiator

When commissioning your Towel Rail on an indirect/closed
system we recommend using a suitable mixed metal inhibitor to
protect against scale & corrosion.

Damage caused to systems not protected by a suitable inhibitor
will not be covered by manufacturer’s guarantee.

5. Optional Electrical Element

If you have chosen to add an electric element to your Towel Rail
please note the access point can be found on the right hand side
on the first joint up from the floor.

Prior to fitting the Towel Rail or with the Towel Rail drained down
use a large flat head screw driver to remove the blanking plug,
carefully insert the element and tighten.

The element should be wired and installed according to its
instructions and be carried out by a competent Part P registered
electrician and must follow appropriate legislation governing
electrical installations.

Electrical element has a guarantee of 2 years.

3.Fix Brackets

The Cleves Wall Hung has 4 brackets, each with three fixing
holes. These brackets are fixed to the radiator.

1.

Place the Towel Rail in its final position against the wall
and mark the location of the 6 wall screw holes for the
top 2 brackets.

. Remove the Towel Rail and check the markings are

horizontally level. Then using suitable drill bits and
fixings, fix suitable wall plugs into the wall on the markings.

. Lift up the radiator to check the bracket holes line up with

the wall plugs and mark through the fixing holes for the
bottom two brackets.

. Using suitable drills bits and fixings, fix suitable wall plugs

to the bottom bracket markings.

. Offer up the radiator and first fix the top two brackets

with suitable screws and repeat for the bottom.
